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o Abstract
The number of child adoptions in Japan is much lower than in the US. Moreover,
in the US, the rate of adoptions for children who aren’t related to their adoptive
parents by blood account for 50% of adoptions, while in Japan it accounts for only 1%.
90 % of aid-requiring children in Japan live in orphanages. I believe there is a problem
with Japanese law in that it is too complex. In contrast, many parts of the adoption
process are made plain and simple in many other countries. For example, in the US,
there used to be a lot of child neglect and the US government began to introduce a
more effective system for child adoption. And now, one out of three Americans have
considered having an adopted child. In France, babies can be adopted immediately
after they are born. And the Korean government encourages children to be adopted in
foreign countries if they are not accepted domestically. With this in mind, I found that
the system of child adoption in Japan is so complicated that it doesn’t work well. We
need to change the law for adoption. But it would probably take too long to do it.
Instead, I suggest that the local government should be in charge of this problem more.
It will surely give a lot of advantages not only for adapted children but also for the
local government. By reducing the number of children in government funded
institutions, current public spending can be allocated to fund more on other issues.
Families with an adopted child would also cause an increase in consumption, which
will stimulate the economy. In addition, I feel this could be useful in countering
Japan’s declining birth rate.
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
